 should include illustrations (screenshots etc) if needed to more effectively portray your 
message. 

 must be submitted to editor@developertutorials.com with an author biography of no more 
than 50 words, the url for your site and an author headshot if available. 

 must not contain affiliate links  

 must not include links to your own site or the sites of your clients  

 images for the tutorial must be submitted as separate gif, jpg or png files  

 images should be no larger than 450pixels in width  

 downloadable files must be submitted in a separate .zip archive and should include all 
the data needed to make the example fully functional
